General Policies and Information: 

 Admission: All racers pay full admission (including youth). 

 Rider Registration: All Riders must properly register before entering the track.  Minors must 

accompany their parent or guardian to registration. Registration Times at the White Event Trailer: 

Friday 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. and Saturday 6 a.m. to 8 a.m. SHARP!  At 8 a.m. all registration will stop no 

exceptions.  Please try to be on time or register ahead of time on line at www.thundermoto.com                                                                                        

 Practice Times: Friday 11am-6 pm (Spring) 11 am to dusk (Fall) there is a fee for 

special Friday Practice. Saturday: Hot laps start at 8am- 9:30 am (one hot lap per rider).  

Sunday: No practice   

 No Refunds: After practice                                                                                        

 No Pit riding: 5 mph speed limit in the Pits.  No spectator riding!! 

 Pit Crews: Riders are responsible for all pit crew members, family and friends. 

 Safety First:  Yellow Flag: No Passing – No Jumping 

Red  Flag: Injury on Track – stop  race for emergency situation 

 Responsibility: Motocross racing, like all Motorsports, can be dangerous.  When you enter the grounds 

you assume all risk of injury and/or damage.  It is your responsibility to keep yourself and your children 

a safe distance from the race track.  Parents, you are responsible for the safety of your children.  Be 

aware of their location at all times.  Never turn your back to oncoming racers.  STAY OFF THE TRACK.  

Only registered racers and authorized personnel are permitted on the track. 

 You must respect all personnel and visitors otherwise you will be asked to leave the premises. 

 Riders must obey the instructions of pit and track personnel at all times, riders are responsible for 

the actions of their families and friends. 

 Only one pit crew member in staging area with rider. 

 Parents are required to monitor their children and teach them these rules.   

 We will not tolerate fighting between riders, if fighting occurs riders will be ejected from the 

race. 

 Release of Liability: You are responsible for your own safety.  All persons entering the premises must 

sign the liability release waiver.  Parents or legal guardians must sign with children under 18 years of 

age. 

 Fire Extinguishers: All racing rigs/motor homes/camping vehicles must have fully functioning fire 

extinguishers readily available in the event of an emergency. 

 Prohibited: We do not permit fireworks, firearms, glass containers, gas containers, pit fires, 

propane tanks  (open fires), grills, driving after dark, alcohol. (This will be strictly enforced!!) 
 No campfires please.  Due to the large amount of guests and racing rigs, we can not permit fires of any 

kind. 

 Pets: No pets are allowed on the beach at all.  No exceptions. 

 No Tents or Awnings set up by the water; no one can go pass the orange fence that is in place along 

the water.   

 No Swimming unless a lifeguard is on duty, currents change daily and are very dangerous.  Please 

think safety first. 

 No Bikes/Quads running after 9:00 p.m. 

 Facility is patrolled 24 hours a day for the duration of the event. 

 Search Policy: All vehicles are subject to search at any time.  If any fireworks, glass containers, or other 

prohibited items are found, you may remove them from the property yourself or we will dispose of them 

for you.  We are not responsible for the safe return of any contraband removed. No refunds!!!! 

 Tickets: Your arm band is your weekend ticket and must be worn at all times.  If you leave the 

facility you must have it on in order to re-enter.  This is your gate ticket.  Do not take it off... 

 Lightening: in case of a lightening storm we will stop race and get to safety we will resume outdoor 

activities  30 minutes after the last thunder clap

 Access:  Please plan accordingly. No driving on beach after 10pm access gate will be closed. Gates: 

open 3:00 p.m. on Thursday.  Gates will be open daily from 6:00 a.m. to dusk, gates will be closed and 

no one may enter or exit.  Everyone leaving and entering after they have been registered must sign in 

and out.   

 DO NOT take the banners or signage.  Violators will be prosecuted for theft and trespassing. 

 Quiet Time is 9 p.m. nightly.  All loud generators must be turned off at this time. 

 General  & Riders Information is located at Rider Registration. 

 Lost and found is located at Rider Registration 

 First Aid: can be obtained by going to the emergency care located on the parkway in Cape May, Exit 0.  

Or by going to Cape Regional Hospital in Cape May Court House.  Go north on the parkway make a left 

at the third traffic light the hospital is on your right hand side. 

 Security is headquartered at the Main Gate by the roller coaster. 

 All spectators and riders must sign proper waivers prior to entering and must sign out at the gate when 

leaving and entering.  A log must be kept of who is in the pit and who has left the pit.  (Back gate only) 

 Only registered racer may ride (5) mph in pit area to staging area (idle speed back to trailer and starting 

gate).   

If you need immediate assistance please call (609) 523-8051 all calls are forwarded to staff at the white 

event trailer and they will provide you with help.  Or stop the NJTM Staff that will be patrolling the 

grounds all day and night.  We are all here to help you have a safe and enjoyable time on the Wildwood 

Beach.
